b/ A Christian child must respond in a Christian way
¢/ compare Col 3:17&24
B. “for this is right”
1/ correct thing
2/ “righteous” “bad” “cool” etc.
C. 1st Com. w/ Promise - Exo 20:12 /Lev 19:3
1/ applies to children of any age. (Mt 15:1-6)
2/ 2-part promise involving both inheritance & well-being of life
a/ Israel - Deut 6:1&2
1) live long (healthful living)
2) in the land (spiritual inheritance)
b/ current application:
1) go well with you - (health-well-being)
2) enjoy long life on earth - (your sphere while here)
